Presbyter’s Desk 
 

Dearly beloved in Christ, 

Greetings to you in the name of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ! 

Let us think about goal of our life. The Christian life teaches that set our goal into 
the eternal life. No one can achieve the eternal life without holiness. 

“...You shall be holy; For I am holy.” (Lev. 11:44). This is the foundation of so- 
called Holiness code. To be holy means to “be separate”. God is holy as the 
transcendent creator, above and apart from nature. As God’s people are 
separated to Him, we become increasingly conformed to His image, Holiness in 
God’s people involves grace, righteousness, integrity, peace, and mercy, because 
these are characteristics of the God who redeemed us and whom we serve. His 
heart’s desire is that his people may be hallowed, consecrated, sanctified, made 
holy, as becomes those who are his own. It is a devotion to the service and glory 
of God himself. It consists in a distinction from the sinful world. He belongs to 
God in body, soul, and spirit. He is a vessel for the master’s use. His every power 
is to be consecrated. 

Holiness must prevail in our conduct. Come out and be separate; Touch 
nothing unclean. The Pauline letters clearly says that. 

(a) Modest clothing, (b) Sexual purity 

(c) Free of intoxicants, (d) Free of covetousness 
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We are to be holy in our conduct. Because we are the chosen and special 
property of Christ. Christ paid the price to release us the bondage of sin. God’s 
purpose in redeeming us is not only to save us from hell; He also wants to free us 
from sin so that we can produce good works that glorify Him. He gave himself to 
stripes and spitting, and cruel mocking, and the crown of thorns, and death on 
the cross for this purpose. He wants a holy people. For this He prayed, ‘Sanctify 
them through your truth; you word is truth’.

J.C. Ryle in his book on holiness gave eight reasons why holiness is necessary in 
the Christians life. 

1. God commands that the Christian be holy. 
2. The eternal purpose of God in Christ is for us to be holy. 
3. The only safe evidence that we have a saving faith in Jesus Christ is a holy Life. 
4. The only proof that we love the Lord Jesus Christ is a holy life. 
5. The only sound evidence that we are true children of God is a holy lifestyle. 
6. People who live holy lives are a blessing to others. 
7. Our present comfort depends upon living to holy lifestyle. 
8. Without holiness on earth, we shall never be prepared to enjoy heaven. 

We should be holy because God wants us to be holy. He commands it. We should 
be holy because Jesus died to make us holy.
